LAUNCH Training Camp
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The early chapters of Acts are some of the most exciting in all of Scripture. As the
Apostles experience the promises of The Lord fulfilled through their own obedience to
His commissioning, thousands come to experience this light shining on a hill. Nearly
2,000 years later, CSS operates as a ripple of that initial LAUNCH from Jerusalem to
Camp Shenandoah Springs.  

Twenty teenagers enjoyed perfect weather for three days of faith, fellowship, and fun.
LAUNCH camp is designed to equip and encourage teenagers to bring the Gospel into
their communities (school, team, club, home). This was accomplished through six
training sessions in which campers considered the bold testimony of Daniel who
championed his God through his words and lifestyle.  Additionally, our four times
developed practical skills toward sharing salvation Scripture through everyday
conversations. 

Among many highlights from the week,  hearing how God was moving in the lives of
LAUNCH students from last year was extraordinary. Two students expressed their
desire to begin Bible clubs in their school. One high schooler said “we came into the
year with no idea what God would do, but we now have upwards of 60 people in the
classroom during club time.”  Another young man expressed that he sensed God calling
him to consider pursuing a future as a youth pastor. 

While the fruits of this camp will be unknown on this side of eternity, one thing was for
sure the name of Jesus was magnified in the hearts of students seeking first His
Kingdom.
